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Notice that some of the stones in the DeMolay emblem are rubies and others are pearls.





The ten stones represent the original nine DeMolays and the founder Dad Frank S. Land. As each original member passed away, a ruby replaced the pearl.





The sole remaining  pearl stands for the only original DeMolay who is still living: Jerome L. Jacobson of Kansas City, Mo., who fondly recalls his days in DeMolay:





"I joined DeMolay to play baseball," said Brother Jacobson, whose father was a member of the Scottish Rite. "My friend Louis Lower said, "Come and meet Dad Land and we can get baseball uniforms and play," and I did."





“It was a high-level organization, it was fun, and we were impressed with doing the proper thing," he added. " I still have a DeMolay plaque on my dresser. I see it every day and think   of the days when I was an active DeMolay."





In addition to the ruby for Dad Land, the others tell of the passing of Ivan M. Bentley, Louis G. Lower, Edmund Marshall, Clyde C. Stream, Gorman A. McBride, Ralph Sewell, William W. Steinhilber and Elmer Dorsey-- all young men who joined the Order of DeMolay to play ball, have fun and learn values that last for a lifetime.
